Sporting Clays Summer League 2009 

• Open to the public 

• 12-week league begins May 18 (must shoot first round by June 7) 

• Each team consists of 3-5 people, with handicap scores 

• Pricing: 

- $15/round of 50 
- $25 entrance fee for prizes and the end-of-season Bust-up Party 
- $10/round for golf cart rental (optional rental) 

• Sponsor raffle: giving away a Browning Citori 20-gauge shotgun 

• Special youth discount (ages 12-15): first round is free 

 

Summer League 2009 RULES AND REGULATIONS 

• League begins May 18 (must shoot first round by June 7) and ends August 9 

• Payment must be made within the first two weeks of the league starting date 

• Cost of targets is $.30/target – show targets are not included 

• Teams should consist of 3-5 people (top three scores will count) 

• No substitutes are allowed 

• Handicaps are allowed (subject to change) 

• Team captain is responsible for setting up the team 

• First and last names of team members must be provided, along with e-mail addresses 

• First and last name must be recorded on the score sheet, as well as the team name, otherwise the 

score will not be counted! 



• Date must be recorded on the score sheet if a shooter is shooting earlier or later 

• League scores must be recorded on the official score sheet  

• Scores that are not in the top four will go into a separate class for awards 

• Shooters must shoot league scores first and then may shoot a practice round 

• Only the first person in the box is allowed to see a pair 

• Shooting outside of the shooting box is not allowed 

• Only one person at a time may shoot 

• Only 7-1/2 shot or smaller is allowed 

• Extra birds are not allowed 

• Cheating will not be tolerated. If any of the following occurs, the perpetrator will be removed from the 
team: 

- Changing the score sheet 
- Discarding the score sheet 
- Shooting extra targets 
- Seeing extra targets 
- Cheating of any kind 
 

• Team members must shoot all 12 weeks to be eligible to win the gun prize 

• Awards include: 

- High gun award 

- High team award 

- Class awards 

• End-of-league party TBA
